After the World Inquiry 2002-2004, the Transform World movement began in 2005 to connect 
transformation leaders globally and was dedicated to work together multi-generationally and its 
2nd phase began in 2012 to pursue Kingdom advancement in 7 Challenges until 2020. The 3rd 
phase of the movement begins in 2020 until the 2000th anniversary of Christ’s Great Commission 
in 2033. The 3rd phase we call “glocal” meaning that the global teams now will focus on 
regional/local and measurable models of transformation in a post-covid world with its long-term 
implication.

1. Christ Missional Challenge

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A BIBLICAL DIRECTIVE AND KAIROS MOMENT FOR OUR TIME  
- Mission of Transformation is God’s dream 

 
 

We are living in a kairos moment. Our inheritance is Transform World. It is not time to stop. It 
is time to accelerate. Our legacy is Transforming Nations & Generations 2033. Human history 
started in a garden at the time of creation. Then it developed in rural communities. From there 
we moved to the cities of our urban world. Now we also dwell in the digital cloud. In all these 
spaces, we choose to prioritize God’s dream of transformation in our lives with a “word and 
ministry” of reconciliation. (II Cor. 5:19) It is the biblical directive for our time. We do not 
initiate anything. We choose to join God’s dream at this Kairos moment: 
 
A kairos for the “restoration of all things.” (Acts 3:21) “ 
(Jesus Christ)…whom heaven must receive until the times of restoration of all things, which God 
has spoken by the mouth of all His holy prophets since the world began.” 
 
A kairos  when  “all things are under the authority of Christ” (Ephesians 1:10, 22) 
“10…that in the dispensation of the fullness of the times He might gather together in one all things 
in Christ, both which are in heaven and which are on earth—in Him…22 He put all things under 
His feet, and gave Him to be head over all things to the church… 23 which is His body, the fullness 
of Him who fills all in all 
 
A kairos for “all things are to be reconciled in Christ.” (Colossians 1:19) 
19 For it pleased the Father that in Him all the fullness should dwell, 20and by Him to reconcile 
all things to Himself, by Him, whether things on earth or things in heaven, having made peace 
through the blood of His cross 
 
A kairos for “a word and ministry of reconciliation. “ II  Corinthians 4:19 
God’s plan for transformation is to send us into the world with a word and a ministry of 
reconciliation. 
“all things are of God, who has reconciled us to Himself through Jesus Christ, and has given us the 
ministry of reconciliation, 19that is, that God was in Christ reconciling the world to Himself, 
not imputing their trespasses to them, and has committed to us the word of reconciliation.” 
 
A kairos for the “healing our land.” 2 Chronicles 7:13-14  
“When I shut up the heavens so that there is no rain, or command locusts to devour the land or 
send a plague among my people, if my people, who are called by my name, will humble themselves 
and pray and seek my face and turn from their wicked ways, then will I hear from heaven and 
will forgive their sin and will heal the land. 
 
 
A kairos for “a new heaven and a new earth.” Revelation 21:1,4  
“Now I saw a new heaven and a new earth… and God will wipe away every tear from their eyes; 
there shall be no more death, nor sorrow, nor crying. There shall be no more pain, for the former 
things have passed away.” 

 
Let us be actors in this prayer. “Your will be done on earth, as it is in heaven.”  
(Matthew 6:10, Luke 11:2) Transform World 2033 seeks to be a missional instrument of this 
kairos moment until 2033.
